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THE ROACH PATROL IS COMING

THE MANAGEMENT HAS ARRANGED FOR YOUR UNIT TO BE TREATED FOR ROACHES ON ---- between the hours of --:--- have to leave.  It is safe to use around pets, children, and fish tanks

NO DURSBAN OR SIMILAR PRODUCTS WILL BE USED!
WHAT WILL WE DO? The roach patrol does not spray or set off bombs.  We use a “BAIT INJECTION SYSTEM” which means they will be injecting tiny amounts of bait in the walls, under the refrigerator, stove, under and near appliances, hot water heater, sinks, plumbing pipes, cracks of cupboards, and more.  In most cases it will not be visible to it.  You may not know that it is there.  A very small amount of misting of insect growth regulators may be applied in a few specific areas such as under the refrigerator or sink to prevent roaches from reproducing; however there will be no fumes or toxic odors.  Also, in some instances, we will leave a sticky board pheromone collector to monitor roach activity.  Please do not disturb these boards but report activity to manager
How does it work? It does not work immediately. It some times takes up to three days before results are apparent.  If there is a bad infestation it could take up to two weeks. It works best when you cooperate with the following instructions.  The bait injection system does not make the problem spread, unlike sprays and bombs.  It lasts a long time when you follow the important guidelines below

YOU MUST DO YOUR PART In order for this system to work completely you must do your part.  That means good housekeeping.  This is especially true during the first two weeks when the roaches will be more attracted to the bait.

If you unit is not prepared properly when the Roach Patrol arrives it will be reported to the manager who may charge you a fee.

WHAT YOU MUST DO!!!!

1. Empty garbage daily. Do not store bottles and cans.

3. Do not leave dishes in sink; keep sink wiped dry when not in use.

4. Throw away all plastic and paper sacks. (roaches love hide in them)

5. Keep floors, swept, mopped, and/or vacuumed Daily

6. Keep all containers of food sealed up tight.
